[bookmark: _GoBack]The arctic outbreak of December 1983 was particularly brutal. The temperature at Dodge City, KS didn't get above 4F from the 17th at 6pm through the 25th at 9 am. On the 20th and 21st, the temperature never reached zero, and the temperature fell to -10F on the 19th. In addition, several of these days featured 20 to 30 mph winds, which made it feel much colder. Shown below is the surface chart for December 23rd at 3 pm. One of several reinforcing arctic high pressure systems is centered over southern Nebraska at this time. The last arctic surge of this event was passing through South Dakota, on its way toward Kansas. Note that on the 23rd, while it was zero degrees in Dodge City in the afternoon, the temperature was 73F at Carlsbad, NM
